“International Service Learning” is a new hands-on applied course of theory and practice, 
where students will explore how international service is conceived of, implemented, 
and evaluated. The course balances classroom instruction with interactive volunteering 
excursions to support leading NGOs and civil society organizations. Course topics 
include global inequality and humanitarian ethics, measuring sustainability, emergency 
preparedness, and socio-environmental challenges on Greek islands. Service activities 
support partner organizations of HAU’s Politis Civic Engagement Program in pursuit of 
the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).
